local history and the history of her family specifically. Her explorations have taken her to 

Ireland, to cemeteries, archives, census records, newspapers, school records, journals, letters, 

and other documents. She has seen where history happened and this has made history come 

alive. 

We all have stories and archives that are part of our familàɀÚ past, and this is what 

contributes to our identities and to the histories of our communities. We need to preserve 

these for posterity and perhaps in our exploration we may come across some famous 

individuals who are part of the greater history of Canada.  

An example of unknown but important in dividuals is Alexander Creighton . In 1862 he 

graduated first in his class in medicine at the University of Toronto  and moved to Castelton 

in 1878. There he discovered a cure for pneumonia and the common cold. His license was 

revoked but he was reinstated in 1906. His cure is credited with saving the citizens of Cramhe 

from the influenza epidemic of 1914.
